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Dr Jayant Vishnu Narlikar- An inspiration

to Emulate for budding researchers.

Jayant Narlikar was born on July 19, 1938 in
Kolhapur, Maharashtra and received his early
education in the campus of Banaras Hindu
University (BHU), where his father Vishnu

Vasudeva Narlikar was Professor and Head of
the Mathematics Department. His mother Sumati
Narlikar was a Sanskrit scholar. After a brilliant
career in school and college, Narlikar got his B.Sc.
degree at BHU in 1957. He went to Cambridge for
higher studies, becoming a Wrangler and Tyson
Medallist in the Mathematical Tripos. He got his
Cambridge degrees in Mathematics: B.A.(1960),
Ph.D. (1963), M.A. (1964) and Sc.D. (1976), but
specialized in Astronomy and Astrophysics. He
distinguished himself at Cambridge with the
Smith's Prize in 1962 and the Adams Prize in 1967.
He later stayed on at Cambridge till 1972, as Fellow
of King's College (1963-72) and Founder Staff
Member of the Institute of Theoretical Astronomy
(1966-72). During this period, he laid the
foundations of his research work in cosmology and
astrophysics in collaboration with his mentor Fred
Hoyle.

Narlikar returned to India to join the Tata
Institute of Fundamental Research (1972-1989)
where under his charge the Theoretical
Astrophysics Group expanded and acquired
international standing. In 1988 the University
Grants Commission invited him to set up the
proposed Inter-University Centre for Astronomy
and Astrophysics (IUCAA) as its Founder Director.

Tanvi Moharil
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acquired a world-wide reputation as a centre for
excellence in teaching and research in astronomy
and astrophysics. He is now Emeritus Professor at
IUCAA. In 2012 , the Third World Academy of
Sciences awarded him their prize for setting up a
centre for excellence in science.

In 1966, Narlikar married Mangala Rajwade.
She is a Ph.D. in mathematics. They have three
daughters, Geeta, Girija and Leelavati, all of whom
have opted for research careers in science. Narlikar
is internationally known for his work in cosmology,
for championing models alternative to the
popularly believed big bang model. He was
President of the Cosmology Commission of the
International Astronomical Union from 1994 to
1997. His work has been on the frontiers of gravity
and Mach's Principle, quantum cosmology and
action at a distance physics. He has also worked on
problems related to quasars, black holes, etc. He
has received several national and international
awards and honorary doctorates. He is a Bhatnagar
awardee, as well as recipient of the M.P. Birla award,
the Prix Janssen of the French Astronomical Society
and an Associate of the Royal Astronomical Society
of London. He is Fellow of the three national science
academies as well as of the Third World Academy of
Sciences. Apart from his scientific research, Narlikar
has been well known as a science communicator
through his books, articles, and radio/TV
programmes. He is also known for his science
fiction stories.

For all these efforts, he was honoured by the
UNESCO in 1996 with the Kalinga Award for
popular science works. Narlikar has broken new
grounds in space research. Since 1999 he has been
heading a multi-institutional team of scientists
pioneering experiments designed to sample air at
heights of up to 41 km, to look for microorganisms.
Biological studies of the samples collected in 2001
and 2005 led to the findings of live cells and
bacteria, thus opening out the intriguing
possibility that the Earth is being bombarded by
microorganisms some of which might have seeded
life itself here.

He held the Directorship of IUCAA until his
\sirement in 2003. Under his direction IUCAA has
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Prof Narlikar died in Pune at the age of 87 on
20th of May 2025. Prime Minister Narendra Modi
said the death of Jayant Narlikar is a "monumental
loss to the scientific community".He was a luminary,
especially in the field of astrophysics. His
pioneering works, especially key theoretical
frameworks will be valued by generations of
researchers," he posted on X. "He made a mark as
an institution builder, grooming centres of learning
and innovation for young minds. His writings have
also gone a long way in making science accessible
to common citizens," PM Modi added Mr Narlikar
was a beloved science communicator. He wrote
books, articles, and created programmes for radio
and TV in English, Marathi, and Hindi. In 1996,
UNESCO honoured him with the Kalinga Award for
science popularisation.

In 1965, at the age of 26, he was awarded the
Padma Bhushan, India's third-highest civilian
honour. Later, in 2004, he received the Padma
Vibhushan, India's second-highest civilian award.

He was a Fellow of all three national science
academies of India, the Royal Astronomical Society
of London, and the Third World Academy of
Sciences.

At the age of 85, Mr Narlikar started a blog to
share his stories about science and life. Today, it has
over 3,000 subscribers. As H W Longfellow wrote
these eternal lines to inspire many men.

“Lives of Great Men all remind us; we can make
our lives sublime and departing leave behind us
footprints on the sands of time." in his poem ' Psalm
of Life' So, Dr Jayant Narlikar, the astrophysicist
has created a footprint for many young Indians
researchers to tread on and continue the
research story.

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SUNITA WILLIAMS - A GREAT SPACE WARRIOR

Sunita Williams is an American astronaut and

holds a position as a United States officer. She is
known for holding several records in spaceflight.
She was born on September 19, 1965, in Euclid,
OHIO, USA. Williams has Indian and Slovenian
heritage.

She was selected as NASA astronaut in 1998 and
has completed multiple space missions. She has
spent a total of 322 DAYS IN SPACE across two
missions, making her one of the most experienced
female astronauts. She previously had records for
the most spacewalks (7) and most time spent on
spacewalks by awomen (50 hours ,40 minutes).

Williams served as the commander of the
International space station (ISS) expedition 33 in
2012. She is also known for running a marathon in
space on a treadmill during the Boston marathon in
2007.

Currently, she is a part of NASA's commercial
crew program to fly to the ISS aboard Boeing's Star
liner spacecraft, making her one of the first
astronauts to test a new spacecraft.

After an extended nine month mission aboard
the international space station (ISS), NASA
astronaut Sunita Williams has returned to earth.
Originally scheduled for an eight day mission
Williams and fellow astronaut Butch Wilmore stay
was prolonged due to technical issues with the
Boeing star liner spacecraft. They safely landed off
the Florida coast in a space crew dragon capsule on
March 18 March 2025.

Upon return, astronauts face significant
physiological challenges due to prolonged
exposure to microgravity. These include muscle

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atrophy, bone density loss, and fluid redistribution,
leading to symptoms like “chicken legs and baby
feet “ to counteract these effects, Williams and
Wilmore will undergo a 45 day rehabilitation
program focusing on regaining motor skills, muscle
strength, and flexibility .

This rehabilitation process is crucial for
re-adjusting to earth's gravity and ensuring the
astronauts 'long term health after their extended
mission.

SUNITA WILLIAMS has shared a lot of
information about space, based on her experience
as an astronaut. Here are some key insights she has
provided.

1. LIFEIN SPACE

e She described how astronauts float in
microgravity and how everyday tasks like
eating, sleeping, and exercising are different
from earth.

e Drinking water involves using straw from
special pouches, as liquids from floating
blobs in zero gravity.

2. SPACEWALK

e Williams has conducted seven spacewalk
(extravehicular activity , or EVAs ) and
described how challenging it is to work
outside the space while tethered to prevent
floating away

e Spacewalk require extensive training in
NASA's underwater neutral buoyancy lab to
simulate weightlessness.

3. ISSEXPERIMENTS

e She performed scientific experience related
to biology, physics, and medicine in the
international space station (ISS) to study how
microgravity affects human health and
materials.

e Her work helps scientist understand the
effects of long term space travel crucial for
future Mars mission.
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MANOJ KUMAR:
THE GREAT PATRIOTIC HERO

Mere Desh Ki Dharti, Sona ugale,
Ugale heere Moti, Mere Desh Ki Dharti.......

These lines when heard give us goosebumps
and we drench into patriotic fervor. These lines
make us imagine a very famous personality, MANOJ
KUMAR.

Manoj Kumar was an Indian actor, film director,
screen writer, lyricist and editor who 3
worked in Hindi Cinema. In a career \*
spanning over four decades, he worked in
55 films. He is regarded as one of the
most successful actors in the history of
Indian cinema known for starting the
trend of patriotic films, He was given the
nickname, '‘Bharat Kumar'.

Manoj Kumar was born into a
Punjabt Hindu Brahmin family in Abbottabad, a
town in the North-West (present-day Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa, Pakistan). His birth name was
Harikrishan Girt Goswamt.

When Kumar was 10, his family migrated from
‘Jandiala Sher Khan” to Delhi due to the Partition.
Manoj Kumar pursued a Bachelor of Arts degree
from Hindu college before trying his luck in films.
When he was young, he used to admire actors like
Dilip Kumar, Ashok Kumar and Kamint Kaushal and
decided to name himself Manoj Kumar, after Dilip
Kumar's character in 'Shabnam'.

After making a little noticed debut in
\%ihion'(l957), followed by forgettable roles in

films_such as 'Shahara'(1958), 'Chand' (1959) and

Hayat Kausar
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'Honeymoon'(1960), Manoj Kumar landed his first
leading role in 'Kaanch Ki Gudiya' (1961).

The first major commercial success came in
1962 with Vijay Bhatt's 'Hartyali Aur Rasta' opposite
Mala Sinha. 1965 was a big year for Kumar, as it
initiated his rise to stardom. His first release was
patriotic drama 'Shaheed' based on the life of
Bhagat Singh, the independence Movement
revolutionary. It received highly positive response
from critics as well as the Prime Minister of India, Lal
Bahadur Shastri and was a huge hit in the
Bollywood.

After the Indo-Pakistan war of 1965, Prime
Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri asked him to create a
film based on the popular slogan 'Jai Jawan, Jai
Kisaan' (hail the soldier, hail the farmer). The
result was his directorial debut, the Patriotic
movie “Upkar” (1967). It opened to critical
acclaim and topped the Box office chart
that year, eventually emerged as an all-time
blockbuster. Its music was the sixth best-
selling Hindi film album of the 1960. One of
the song from 'Upkar' “ Mere Desh Ki
Dhartl” is played every year during the
Republic Day and Independence Day Celebration in
India. This film won Manoj Kumar the National Film
Award for Best film and Best Director Award.

Manoj Kumar returned to patriotic themes in
1970 with movies like 'Purab Aur Paschim' which
juxtaposed life in the East and West. It proved to be
a massive success both in India and overseas. In the
United Kingdom, the film was released in 1971 and
ran for over 50 weeks in London. It broke the UK box
office record of 'Do Raste', which had released in the
UK a year earlier. This movie held UK box office
record for 23 years.

Among his biggest hits is also the lavish multi-
starrer 'Rotit Kapda Aur Makan' (1974), which he
produced, directed and acted in. It shows the first
signs of dis-enchantment by looking at themes of

unemployment and corruption alongside the idea
of a perfect Bharat.

He was honored with the Padma Shri in 1992
and Dadasaheb Phalke Award, the highest award in
the field of cinema, in 2015 by the Government of
India. for his contribution to Indian Cinema and
arts. He was also the recipient of a National Film
Award and seven Filmfare Awards in varied
categories.

The actor- flmmaker will be remembered for
making patriotism aspirational and raising bread
and butter issues in popular idiom.

Banu Mushtaq's short story collection -
Heart Lamp wins the 2025 International Booker Prize.

The 2025 International Booker Prize has
been awarded to "Heart Lamp" by Banu Mushtaq,
translated from Kannada by Deepa Bhasthi. This
marks the first time a Kannada work has won the
prestigious award."Heart Lamp" is a collection of
short stories that chronicle the lives of women and
girls in patriarchal communities in southern India.
Banu Mushtaq is a versatile personality. She is a
lawyer, activist, and a major voice in progressive
Kannada literature. Deepa Bhasthi translated the
stories into English. The win is significant as it's the
first Kannada work to win the International Booker
Prize and also the first collection of short stories to
be awarded the prize. The award was announced
at a ceremony held at London's Tate Modern.
Author Max Porter, who chaired the 2025 judging
panel, revealed Heart Lamp as the winner —
notably the first short story collection to receive
this honour.

"Heart Lamp is something genuinely new for
English readers,” said Porter. “A radical translation

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Chief Justice Bhushan Ramkrishna Gavati is a prominent Indian jurist serving as the
52nd Chief Justice of India since May 14, 2025. Born on November 24, 1960, in Amravati,
Maharashtra, he hails from a family inspired by B.R. Ambedkar and follows Buddhism.
Here are some key highlights about Justice Gavat:

Early Life and Education : Born to R.S. Gavai, a noted social activist, Member of
Parliament, and former Governor of Bihar and Kerala. He studied at a primary municipal
school in Amravati, Chikitsa Samuh Madhyamik Shala, and Holy Name High School in
Mumbai.

'liberal' Indian society has failed to transform the
other orthodox India. No doubt, India is advancing
at a fast pace in the field of science and technology,
and also in aping of the western culture, but if we
look at the grass root level, the picture is not so rosy;
it is rather a dark, especially when it comes to how
we treat the fairer sex.

Female foeticide is the practice of aborting a
foetus when a person finds out that the foetus is
female after undergoing a sex determination test
known as parental diagnostic tests- It is gender
selection abortion where a female fetus is a girl

Female foeticide occurs all over India from the
rural village to urbanized cities. The government
has made attempts to lower the female foeticide
rate with act such as the Pre-conception and Pre-
Natal Diagnostic Technology Act. The PCPNDT was
enacted in 1994 by the Parliament of India and
prohibits parental sex determination due to the
rapidly increasing female foeticide in the country of
India. Since prenatal sex determination is against
the law and can result in steep fines. People find
alternative method on the sly to detect the gender
and to also perform the abortion. Since this law
was established, there have been amendments
made to strengthen and en- force this law, but
female foeticide does still occur and is very
common. The most effective way to end female
foeticide is to understand why and how it exists and
take measures as a society to fix this problem

If we look at the figures of sex ratio in India,
according to the 2011 Census, the number of girls
stand at 940 which is a marginal increase from 933
in 2001. Not surprisingly, Haryana has the lowest
sex ratio while Kerala remains at the top with the
highest Sex ratio. In the national capital Delhi, the
statistics stand at 821 girls against 1000 boys in
2001 compared to 866 in 2011. When we see the
ratio of male and female in 2021, what we see that
101.68 males as per 100 females.

According to the statistics nearly 10 million
female foetus have been aborted in the country
over the past two decades of the 12 million girls
born in India, one million do not see their first
birthdays.

As a result, human trafficking has become
common in various states of India where teenage
girls are being sold for cheap money by poor
families. The girls are treated as sex objects and
more than half of such cases go unreported.

The United Nations 'World Population fund
indicated that India has one of the highest sex
imbalances in the world. Not surprisingly,
demographerswarn that there will be a shortage of
brides in the next 20 years because of the adverse
juvenile sex ratio combined with an overall decline
in fertility.

With the advent of technology, ultrasound
techniques gained widespread use in India during
1990s. It resulted in the foetal sex determination
and sex selective abortion by medical professionals.
Recently, incidences of female foeticide were
reported from Beed district in Maharashtra
state.Women used to come to doctor's clinic to
get their female child aborted for Rs 5000 or plus
something. Just think a moment about the doctor's
connivance in this illegal act.lronically, doctors
whose education prepares them for saving the

And more heart wrenching is the fact that the
aborted foetuses were very often fed to dogs.

The above mentioned case in not the only one
of such heart wrenching heinous crime. There are
thousands of such clinics where illegal activities are
carried out on a daily basis and in some cases, in
connivance with politicians and police men.

The life transition from a female foetus to a
school going girl to a caring woman is never an easy
task for the fairer sex. She has to face challenges at
every step of life. Daily, there is news related to rape,
sexual harassment molestation. verbal abuse,
torture, exploitation. She has to fight against
gender indiscrimination, inequality, and hundreds
of social norms are tagged with her the day she puts
her steps outside her home.

In most of the cases women abort their female
child involuntarily when they succumb to family
pressures. The in-laws 'illogical demand/ desire for
a boy preference makes the life of women hell.
Sometimes, she is left by her husband if she is
unable to give birth to a child and worse happens
when she conceives a girl child.

Ironically, it all happens in a country where the
girl is seen as an incarnation of Goddess Laxmt'.
True, many families are out of bounds in joy when a
girl child is born in their family. They think she will
bring luck, harmony happiness and peace in their
family. They even touch her feet to seek her
blessings. Many childless couples even adopt a girl
child irrespective of the worries of her future
(mainly marriage)

Conclusion

In such a grave scenario, its really difficult to
digest the harsh reality of bias practised between a
boy and girl India has deeply rooted patriarchal
attitudes to which even the doctors and the women
unthinkingly subscribe. There is a urgent need to
run the programme for protection of girl child such
as 'Beti Bachaao, Beti Padhao', 'The Sukanya
Samridhi Yojana' component of BBBP Programme
aims to ensure equitable share of the girl child in
family saving. Also the need of the houris undoing
the Historical and traditional wrongs prevalent in
our gender-biased society. Only then, the
abolition of female infanticide can take place and
the love for male heir can subside. The skewed sex
ratio has to find a balance in order to facilitate the
speedy progress of the country.

Ratan Tata was born on 28 December 1937 in
then called as Bombay —and now Mumbai, India. He
was an Indian businessman and a member of the
prominent Tata family. He was Chairman of the Tata
Group, a Mumbai-based conglomerate for more
than two decades (1991-2012 and 2016-17). Upon
assuming leadership of Tata Group in 1991, he
aggressively sought to expand the Tata Group. The
group acquired London-based Tetley Tea in 2000,
purchased the truck-manufacturing operations of
Daewoo Motors in 2004, bought Corus Group in
2007, purchased Jaguar and Land Rover in 2008,
and in 2009 launched the Tata Nano, a vehicle
touted as the "People's Car." It can be said he was the
man behind bringing a common man to own a 4
wheels with small money, by being the Indica and
Nano creator

Ratan Tata belonged to the Indian community
known as the Parsis, followers of the Zoroastrian
faith and well known for their public service work.
He was known for his philanthropic interests, which

established and enhanced hospitals and research
centers that helped advance cancer care. He was
also committed to reducing social and economic
inequality. For example, in 2024 the Tata Group
announced plans to build India's first indigenous
semiconductor manufacturing facility in the state of
Assam as a part of Ratan Tata's vision for the state;
this investment was projected to generate
employment for more than 25,000 local residents.

Donations by the Tata Group and the related
philanthropic collective called Tata Trusts have led
to the establishment of a variety of institutions and
scholarships in U.S. universities. These include a
biological and physical sciences research facility at
the University of California, San Diego, and an
executive center at Harvard Business School—both
are named Tata Hall An endowment to Cornell
University provides financial aid to students from
India. A donation from Tata Consultancy Services to
Carnegie Mellon University funded the Tata
Consultancy Services Hall, which houses the School
of Computer Science Institute for Software
Research and a few other facilities. The Tata Center
for Technology and Design at the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology works on providing
solutions to challenges faced by communities that
have limited access to electricity, low income, and
poor literacy.

Awards and the Padma Vibhushan and the Padma
Bhushan. In recognition of the Tata family's
“constructive philanthropy,” the Carnegie family of
organizations awarded the Tata family the Carnegie
Medal of Philanthropy in 2007.

In his lifetime Ratan Tata received two of India's

Queen Elizabeth Il

awarded by the Government of France

e Honorary Officer of the Order of Australia
(2023), awarded by King Charles I

Ratan Tata died on October 9, 2024 at the age of
86, after being briefly hospitalized for age-related
ailments. It is indeed difficult to find a person who
left such an incredible legacy on the Indian
industrial landscape, post liberalisation. He is a true
inspiration to future generations not only for his
vision for the Tatas, but the entire country. The man
has accomplished so much in his life that even
those who have not met him feel his goodness.

He will be remembered forever
as "The Titan of Titans” for being a captain among
industrialists, a compassionate human being and a
noble gentleman. These legends never die and live
on and on leaving their supreme legacy for future
generations to continuously get inspired and
achieve.
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
